The Production

· A delightful comedy of opposites attracting make for a madcap romp through the life of newlyweds. Barefoot in the Park, written by prolific playwright Neil Simon, takes place in Manhattan, with honeymooners Corie and Paul who’re trying to begin their new lives in their new apartment, on the top floor of a five-floor walk-up. However, married life turns out to be full of complications such as reconciling differences, living with eccentric neighbors, and an always present, but doting mother.  
Versions available to preview: Barefoot in the Park, a 1967 film starring Robert Redford as Paul Bratter and Jane Fonda as Corie Bratter.
Production length: Approximately two-hours, with a one 15-minute intermission. Exact length to be determined.

Synopsis: Starting their marriage off with a bang, the newlyweds, Paul and Corie Bratter, have just checked out of the Plaza to begin their life together, only to find themselves facing some unwelcome realities of marriage. Corie, a vivaciously free spirit gorges on all of life’s little pleasures while Paul sternly dedicates himself to his work and surviving the harsh tasks life spreads before him. 

Traveling five flights up, if you don’t include the front stoop, is Corie and Paul’s miniscule Manhattan apartment, and its all to themselves, as long as that doesn’t include the telephone man, the furniture delivery man, Corie’s mother and the mysterious intruder in the middle of the night who turns out to be an eccentric old man, Mr. Victor Velasco, an individual with the most unique personality they’ve ever experienced. 
Corie’s young mind schemes to set up her mother and Mr. Velasco on a date, despite their polar differences. Yet after a fabulously culture-infused night on the town, Paul criticizes Corie of her spontaneous ways, erupting in a clash of impulsive accusations and brash opinions, Corie demanding a divorce and Paul sleeping on the couch with his head under a hole in the roof.
Out of an apartment, Paul takes to the street with a bottle in one hand and a suitcase of clothes in the other. He drinks himself silly while Corie broods over how ridiculous the fight actually was. She ventures out looking for him and discovers him in the park, barefoot and drunk beyond belief. Together they travel back to their apartment, a climatic end to the fight takes place on the roof and together they find a way back to each other. 

Script Content Details

Please note: the following information contains plot spoilers.

Violence: There is no violence in this happy tale of quirky love. 
Sexual content: Newlyweds on their honeymoon say it all. There is a large amount of sexual references and gestures, including heavy kissing and some groping; this couple is hot off the aisle and free-spirited Corie intends to keep it that way. 
Language: No harsh language is included, yet some sexual references and “damns” and “darns” are included as a part of the dialogue, especially during heated arguments between the newlyweds.
Substances: Partying New York style would be nowhere without the alcohol. Cocktail parties with Mr. Velasco, drinking strange foreign liquor and attempting to drink troubles away will be seen on stage. In one scene, Paul comes home drunk after a fight with Corie.
