The Production

Synopsis: 

Little Women is a charming tale of sisterhood and relationships in an inspiring story of four girls and the individuals who help them grow into women. As in the book, while their father is away at war, the musical follows Marmee March and her four unique daughters: Meg, the sensible advisor; Josephine, the tomboyish writer with a lust for life; Beth, the so-called shy girl; and Amy, the beautiful extroverted girl.

Beginning in the Christmas season, the girls find themselves terribly despondent due to their current financial status, yet find ways to remedy their doldrums by entertaining themselves with plays and attending wonderful parties. 

As their lives plod along, events, rivalries, and surprising new relationships run rampant through the March girls’ lives. One day, a letter comes to the house bearing news of their father’s poor health and his hospitalization, prompting Marmee to go to his side, leaving Jo to assume authority. Together, they remain strong through times of despair and triumph when all odds are against them.
As the girls grow into mature adults, they each take their own paths into the world. The paths of marriage, creating a family, traveling, and following there passions, all leading back to what really matters: family.
