To audition, all performers need to bring a resume of theatre experience and non-returnable headshot. Performers will also need to prepare a short monologue along with one verse and chorus from a Broadway song (approximately 32 bars). Actors must bring sheet music in the correct key and have a second song prepared, as they may be asked to sing an alternate selection. Actors without music in the correct key may not be seen and may need to reschedule. Actors wishing to audition for the play may prepare two contrasting monologues. Auditions are limited to a total of four minutes each.  You must be at least 14 years old to audition; those 13 and under may simply submit a headshot and resume to:
