The Production:
Based on true events of the Cottingley Fairies, Fairystories transports us to England in the 1920s. Two young teens claim to have photographed fairies dancing by a stream. The case comes to the attention of Sir Arthur Conan-Doyle and the photographs become a national sensation. This graceful, romantic and family-friendly musical explores themes of loss and grief, the magical power of the inner life to let us grow and love, as well as the patience and courage required to start new relationships.

Synopsis: 
Edward has never come to terms with the death of his wife, Mary. He lives a lonely life and does his best to bring up his son, Henry, single-handedly. Things take a new turn with the arrival of new neighbors, Elsie and her precocious daughter, Polly. Despite their different backgrounds, Edward and Elsie grow fond of each other and eventually fall in love.

Henry claims to have been hearing imaginary voices at the stream and Polly hatches a plan to use these voices to drive Edward and Elsie apart. Fuelled by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle and his belief in the occult and spiritualism, the young teens forge photographs of fairies dancing by the stream.

Conan Doyle have the photographs “authenticated” and is convinced that they are a signal sent by Edward’s late wife, Mary, who is trying to make contact. 

Edward’s feelings for Elsie are thrown into turmoil. And lies get told, promises get made, secrets get revealed, and hearts get betrayed, broken, and ultimately mended.
